¢ Pre-orthodontic treatment exam (D8660)

¢ Evaluation for Sedation (D9229)

¢ Clean & inspect removable appliance (D9931)
¢ Missed appt (D9986)

e Cancelled appt (D9987)
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Summary of Coding “Wins” (from 2016)

e Caries arresting medicament (D1354)

* Connective tissue grafts expanded

* Denture codes more descriptive of arch & type

* D6600-D6794: bridge “retainer” crowns, onlays, etc.
¢ Occlusal orthotic device adjustment (D7881)

* Removable orthodontic retainer adjustment (D8681)
¢ Clean & inspect removable appliances (D9932-5)
* Deep sedation — all 15 minute increments

* |V sedation —all 15 minute increments

Common Coding Issues

¢ “Home Grown” codes — usually not acceptable
¢ Upcoding, Unbundling, Abuse of codes
¢ Code for the procedure (“what”),
NOT the technology (“how”)
e Lasers, Local Anesth, Cerec, materials choices
e Code for what was ACTUALLY done
* Do NOT overstate procedure performed
